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OPERATION STITCHES=FIRE





RESCUE:	Remove anyone in immediate danger.


Evacuation Procedures: (Evacuation is initiated by the RMH Emergency Response Team at the main hospital only or the Fire Department personnel.)


Know the evacuation routes from your department. 


When evacuation is ordered, move patients HORIZONTALLY


To an unaffected area on the same floor. If necessary patients will then be moved VERTICALLY to a lower floor.


			3.   Order of patient evacuation – Ambulatory, Semi-ambulatory, finally 			      Bed-restricted patients.


Evacuate ambulatory patients first. 


Use stretchers and wheelchairs to move patients.


Place patients chart with patient.


Stay calm and give clear exact directions.


After room has been evacuated place a bed pillow or other white linen item on the hall floor in front of patient’s room to show room has been cleared.


Never use the elevators, unless directed to do so by the Fire Department personnel.


Make sure to group and account for all patients, visitors & employees. 





ALARM:		Active the nearest Alarm Box (this will notify the Fire Department, 


			Switchboard, release hall doors and shut down air handlers). 


Verbally alert other staff in area & Dial 6111 (911 for off site locations)





CONFINE:		Close all doors. Remain in the area until “ALL CLEAR” is paged. 				Stay off elevators. (Off site locations can begin evacuation).





EXTINGUISH: 	To use a portable fire extinguisher remember the acronym P.A.S.S.  


Pull the safety pin (breaking the plastic lock) 


Aim nozzle at the base of the fire, 


Squeeze the handles together to start the discharge


Sweep the nozzle at the base of the fire 





If you are outside of the main fire location (Main Hospital Only): Close all doors. Remain in the area until “ALL CLEAR” is paged. Stay off elevators (use stairs for STAT runs), 


Keep calm. If order is given to evacuate use above procedure. 


*Areas such as OR, CCU and off site locations will have more dept. specific response plans.
