HIV & AIDS

Facts
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AIDS is caused by a virus (HIV – Human Immunodeficiency Virus)
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HIV attacks the immune system and leaves the body’s defenses weakened.
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Once the body’s defenses stop working, AIDS opens the door for secondary infections and illnesses.
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There is no known cure for HIV or AIDS
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HIV& AIDS cannot be spread by casual contact.
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No one is immune to HIV & AIDS


How Can HIV Be Transmitted?

“Clear body fluids such as tears, saliva, swear, and urine contains little or no virus and do not transmit HIV unless they are contaminated with visible blood.

However, blood, semen, vaginal secretions, feces, vomit, breast milk or pus from an infection may transmit the virus. The risk of acquiring HIV from a needle-stick injury is approximately 0.4%, and the risk of infection from exposure not involving a puncture or a cut (such as a splash of body fluid onto open skin areas or mucus membranes) is less than 0.4%.

Follow guidelines for “What to do when you are an employee and you get a blood /body fluid exposure.”
