What is CMS?
Centers of Medicare & Medicaid Services (CM) provides health insurance for over 74 million Americans through Medicare, Medicaid and SCHIP. In addition to providing health insurance, CMS also performs a number of quality-focused activities, including regulation of laboratory testing (CLIA), development of coverage policies, and quality-of-care improvement. CMS use to be known as the Health Care Financial Administration (HCFA).
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
