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In January of 2008 RMH became  a “Tobacco Free Campus”

The Tobacco Task Force wants to make sure you have the information you need in order to respond effectively to patients and visitors who need nicotine assistance while at RMH.

Key Words at Key Times

You may question what you should say or do when you see a visitor smoking or using other tobacco products on campus. You are expected to help make visitors aware of the policy, but do not become confrontational.

The Task Force has developed a Key-Word-at-Key-Times message for you to use when you encounter a visitor using tobacco products on campus.

“My name is (Joe) and I work in (RMH Nutritional Services). I thought I should let you know that RMH recently went tobacco-free. That means the use of tobacco products isn’t allowed on the property. We do have nicotine gum  and patches available in our Pharmacy. If you’d like, I can show you where the Pharmacy is located.
