Here are some general guidelines.

· Always carry your ID badge to assure access to the hospital.

· Report to your unit/department for instructions or as specified in the plan. Students will be instructed by the charge nurse or manager in the area.

· DO NOT enter the hospital through the Emergency Department. 

· Know all evacuation routes in your area.
