CODE BLUE PROCEDURE
1. Establish that the patient/victim is unresponsive. 

2. Call for help. 

[image: image1.wmf] Dial 6lll, ( 911 off-site) give the specific area or tower and room number. Yell for staff to assist.

Someone will bring the Code Blue cart (main campus) to the bedside or site of the Code Blue.

3. Start CPR if trained.

4. Use the airway mask or barrier.

5. Code Cart  arrives

Place backboard under the patient/victim

Get suction & O2 set up at the head of the bed

Set up Automatic Electronic Defibrillator (AED) 

Open cart and be prepared to distribute contents

6. Follow BLS/ACLS

7. Bring patient’s chart to the room

8. Assist family & visitors to waiting room, offer support as appropriate

9. Record time and events of code on CODE BLUE FLOWSHEET 

10. Make sure other patient’s are properly cared for and not forgotten.

11. Provide patient’s family with emotional support.

12. Transfer to desired location after code is complete.

13. Evaluation and debriefing following code.

14. Secure a new code cart from Central Sterile.
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  Code Kinder will be called for children less than 13 years of age.
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
